No. FED.I/ED(GP)-2014—The Reserve Bank of India having considered necessary in public interest and to
regulate the financial system of the country to its advantage, in exercise of its powers conferred by section 45W of the
Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934 and of all the powers enabling it in this behalf, hereby gives the following directions to all
the persons dealing in currency futures.

1. Short title and commencement of the directions

1. Short title and commencement of the directions

These directions may be called the Exchange Traded Currency Options (Reserve Bank) Amendment Directions,
2014 and they shall come into force with effect from June 10, 2014.

2. Amendment to the Exchange Traded Currency Options (Reserve Bank) Directions, 2010
(i) In para 3, for sub-para (ii), the following shall be substituted, namely :

*Persons resident in India, as defined in section 2(v) of Foreign Exchange Management Act, 1999 (Act 42 of 1999)
may purchase or sell exchang traded currency options to hedge an exposure to foreign exchange rate risk or
otherwise.”

(i1) In para. 3, after sub-para (ii), the following new sub-para shall be added, namely:

“(iii) Persons resident outside India, as defined in section 2 (w) of Foreign Exchange Management Act, 1999 (Act

headquarters for the time being, to attend to the current business of the Bank. Sufficient notice shall be
given to such Directors to enable them to attend.

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(b) A Professor or Associate Professor may decline the offer of appointment as the Head of the Department, in which
case, the offer of appointment as Heads hall be made to the next eligible person in order of seniority.

(c) A Head of Department may resign his office at any time during his / her tenure of office, in which case, the offer of
appointment as Head shall be made to the next eligible person in order of seniority.

(d) If a person, declines the offer of appointment as Head of the Department and/or resign his office at any time during
his/her tenure of office, he/she shall not be considered for appointment as Head in the Department, till his turn of
appointment comes again in order of the seniority.

(e) A person appointed as the Head of the Department shall hold office as such for a period of three years.
(f) The Head of a Department shall perform such functions as may be prescribed by the Ordinances.
NEW STATUTE 41
CONSTITUTION OF PLANNING AND MONITORING BOARD
(Under Section 27(2) of the University Act)

There shall be constituted a Planning & Monitoring Board of the University which shall advise generally on the
planning and development actions of the University and to monitor and to review the standard of education and
research in the University.

The constitution of the Planning & Monitoring Board and manner of appointment of members shall be as under:

The tenure of members shall be three years.
The Board shall meet at least twice in a year.
The powers and functions of the Planning & Monitoring Board shall be such as may be prescribed by the Ordinance.

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Welfare in addition to his duties as such teacher and in such a case, the Executive Council may sanction a suitable
allowance to be paid to him.

4. A person who is appointed as a Dean of Students' Welfare shall be eligible to all the benefits that would have otherwise
accrued to him, but for his appointment as the Dean of Students' Welfare.

S When the office of a Dean of Students' Welfare is vacant or when the Dean of Students' Welfare is, by reason of iliness
or absence or any other cause, unable to perform the duties of his office, the duties of the office shall be performed by
such person as the Vice-Chancellor may appoint for the purpose.

6. The duties and powers of a Dean of Students' Welfare shall be prescribed by the Ordinances.
